• The mediator should make sure that the parties are advised by an expert or cooperate with other professionals and experts in specific subject matter of mediation.

• They can appeal to the Committee created by CEMICAB as a

support resource to help in specific subjects.

• The Mediator shall provide suitable and specific rooms to meet the

mediations.

The introduction of solving conflicts through an alternative method requires judicial professionals with training in the specific areas of dispute. The mediators have obtained a Masters in Mediation certified by the government of Catalonia. The formation is modular, and thus specialties should be developed by each professional in his specialization. The mediator will receive and agree to perform specific and continuing mandatory education on an annual basis for a minimum of 20 hours each year, which is computed from the second year of incorporation or general various areas of specialization

• Mediators that are enrolled are lawyers that have a specialized training in the field of mediation.

• They can guarantee a better resolution of conflicts as they have a

more specific knowledge of both the normative and the types of disputes.

• Mediators of CEMICAB should respect the norms of professional conduct established by the Barcelona Bar Association.

Registration and appointments as a mediator / depending on the

specializations of the mediator / consistently high, according to their

accredited training.

What is mediation?

Mediation is an alternative method for resolving conflicts without legal proceedings litigation. Mediators try to solve the conflict between the

parties under the principles of voluntariness, confidentiality and impartiality. The intermediary listens to both parties and tries to find the best alternative to solve their conflict. All content of the mediation process is strictly confidential.

When do we use mediation?

- When there is conflict between people who are united by relations personal and / or legal.

These can be family or emotional in nature, civil, commercial, Consumption, environment, education.

How does the mediation function?

During the mediation process the parties may be assisted by a lawyer, and thus the mediator will legally recommend plans of action. 

In addition to providing legal advice during mediation a lawyer will also call upon the appropriate legal action to validate the mediation before the competent courts.

What does the mediation provide?

- The search for a solution to the dispute, allowing space for communication and dialogue between parties

- The self-interests to facilitate the obtaining of a solution determined by the parties themselves.

- Limits the cost and personal risk and concern of a trial

- Guarantees privacy. The lawsuit can assure a person in mediation will remain anonymous as professional secrecy applies.
